Lesson plan


Starter : Using the assessment objectives chart(from the student books) there will be a group simulation of self assessment. 3 girls who have completed most of the tour already will help out.





The girls will then work in their teams to assemble their tours …in poster or booklet format…using resources that they have researched . 





As the students complete this task they will begin to prepare for their customers…making sure they can communicate in French and English. They will self assess their progress. 


Students who have finished will have a “visit” to their travel agency for the final assessment.


Plenary: Students will be encouraged to reflect on their assessment and develop an action plan for homework














 




















Differentiation for SEN


The task is open ended and so is differentiated by outcome. However the modelling , exempflication and self assessment chart should help the students to achieve the highest possible level


Gifted and talented


This is an open ended task and G and T students often produce work that goes beyond the minimum. The girls who have already finished will be encouraged to take an active role in the lesson. The challenge of Geog in French ensures risk taking .


Learning styles


There is reinforcement of auditory learning with visual resources. The map work and production of the poster aids kinaesthetic learners.


In the final task the students will combine all learning styles 












































Context of the lesson (ie starting a new topic, summary activity etc) This is a Geography lesson in French 


Students take the role of a travel agent and have to produce material to inform English and French tourists about Paris. The aim of the module is to produce materials in French and English, while accessing the Internet , maps and other research sources in English and French .Their tours should be informed by map evidence and suitability for their audience . 


By the end of this lesson the students should have assembled their tour and should be preparing for their customers. They should be checking their progress against assessment criteria and refining their product.
