Second immersion lesson 
Lesson one you have probably completed the maps top show continents and oceans and probably have got no further than that . 

Lesson 2 I have attached a new powerpoint made up of bits of the others because this seems a more logical order than the ones already issued. 

Start by finding the maps from last lesson and having those on the desk in front of students (you may have asked them to finish them for homework )

Start with the compass and go through the compass directions on the board and ask a student to explain what you are showing . 

Then onto slide 2 . Use your thumb as an indicator for true or false . Ask students to guess what Richtig /Falsch means . Then encourage them to use their thumbs to indicate as a whole class activity which statement is true or false

And as each continent is mentioned throw the globe and ask the person to point out the continent . show the position to the class …let them check it on their maps too. Then demonstrate that they must use their thumbs for each answer. Ask students to explain their choice in English . 

Then move onto slides which show longitude and latitude, equator , Greenwich meridian etc . 

A good idea to recap in English on the difference between long and lat and what the Equator and Greenwich meridian are . 

Useful way to remember is latitude is fatitude ! Longitude is the long line down . 

Emphasise the separating of north and south with Equator and East and West with Greenwich meridian . 

Then do whole class true or false with the statements on the powerpoint …once again using thumbs to encourage participation and asking “mini translators “ to explain the statements in engliosh . 

Good point in lesson to talk about metacognition…well done how did you manage to gusess what the statement was saying …what has helped you cope this lesson . 

Then game of slapboard to recap names of countries 

This took me a whole lesson up to this point …..and then it leaves the longitiude and latitude measuring lesson as lesson number 3 …which I think works well . 

However if you find your pace is faster …you may wish to introduce the next section . 

You have a map in the booklet which has got the grid for latitude and longitude in it . 

Demonstrate with the first longitude and latitude point for United states. 
I always use the word document for this on the screen so that you can mark the point on the board to demonstrate effectively. You will need to draw in the numbers on the screen but this helps them to see how the numbers relate to their map 
A few things to watch 

Arrows point to Equator  and Greenwich meridian . 
Units go up in 20s for lat and 10s for long. 

Make sure they sort out West from East and north form south 

Where the figure is inbetween they have to interpolate . 

Aim for the whole class to complete the figures to places section ….and use the second section as extension. If others finish these they could make some up to ask others.
